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LETTER FROM THE HEADTEACHER 

July 2009 

Dear Parents/Guardians 

Once again we come to the end of another academic year of much progress and success.   

Gifted and Talented and Aim higher initiatives are running extremely successfully with pupils broadening 

their horizons in extra -curricular events and activities.  In fact, there have been 47 trips out of school for 

pupils since September with at least 10 m ore planned before the end of the term.  This is a credit to the 

commitment to all our staff in ensuring broad and wide ranging experiences for our children. .   

Our Year 10 pupils in Health and Social Care achieved 100% A* -C in their examinations which is  a credit 

to both Mrs McGowan and Miss Parkinsonõs dedication and commitment to the children in this group. 

I am pleased to report that overall attendance to the end of June 2009 was 94.9 % and we are hoping by 

the end of the term to reach the magical figur e of 95%.  This is the highest attendance of any secondary 

school in Salford  and has been accomplished by parental support by not taking children out of school for 

holidays and unecessary absence.  

Work for BSF continues apace and to allow Mr Platt to focus  on the project, Mrs Johnston has been 

promoted to Temporary Assistant Head and Miss Glover to Temporary Head of Maths. Miss Furey has 

been promoted to Assistant Head in charge of Creatvity  

During June we have been successfully audited for the second time for our FMSIS financial status.  

 The memorial tree for Olivia Raby is now in place in the school grounds.  A memorial service and  blessing 

took place  for the family, staff and year 10 pupils on Monday 29 th June.  

Our sporting achievements go from strength t o strength with cup winners in hockey, football and rugby 

and a fantastic medal winning tournament at Salford Athletics Championships.  There were 5 gold medal 

winners, 5 silver medal winners 4 bronze and two school records broken in boys 100m and girls 10 0m.  Four 

pupils in the OCR group were singled out for their abilities by the Clapperboard theatre group project 

and there have been overseas trips for pupils, New York and Germany, theatre trips, Art gallery events 

and other extra curricular activities to o numerous to mention.  On almost a daily basis there are clubs 

and booster classes in virtually all subject areas.  None of this would be possible without the commitment 

of our wonderful staff and my thanks go to them for their time and dedication.  

Over t he summer term there are a number of planned building refurbish ments including new windows in 

Our Ladyõs Hall, improvements to the girls and boys toilets, classroom repainting and carpeting and 

exterior painting of the main school building.  

Staff leaving t his year including Miss Tonge, Head of Geography who has done an excellent job during 

her time here and we wish her well in her promotion to Assistant Head in her new school. Mr Simpson, who 

has done a sterling job in our History Department, leaves us to b ecome Head of History at Moorside 

School.  Mr Mair and Miss Tonge will both be getting married during the summer holidays ð our 

congratulations to go them both.  We wish Mrs Brown and Mrs Tattersall safe delivery of their babies and 

an enjoyable summer wit h their new arrivals who are due at the end of July.  Last but not least, Mrs 

Barber who has worked for the school in various roles over the past 21 years, will be retiring in the summer.  

We wish Ann and her husband a long and happy retirement and offer h er thanks for her loyalty and 

commitment to the school.  

 



We now look forward to welcoming Year 6 pupils into Year 7 in September and pupils coming to the school in 

September have already had their transition visit.  Parents of new intake pupils have attended an information 

evening in June.   

Although a separate letter will be issued at the end of term, parents please note that pupils will return on 

Thursday 3rd September and Years 8 to 11 should arrive in school at 10.30 a.m. ready for normal lessons.  Year 7 

pupils will arrive at 8.45 a.m. to be welcomed into school and put into their classes ready for the start of the new 

school year.  I must emphasise the need for correct school uniform and all the details of our uniform 

requirements are covered later in this newsletter. 

Finally, I would like to thank every single member of staff at St Ambrose for their unstinting support during this 

academic year.
